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Dear Friends, 
 

As we begin the holy season of Lent, I invite you to reflect for a moment upon a 

few words from a somewhat unlikely source, the American author, grammarian 

and humorist E. B. White who wrote, “I arise in the morning, torn between a desire 

to save the world and a desire to savor the world. This makes it hard to plan the 

day.” White‟s quandary is ours as well—or at least mine. There are so many as-

pects of this glorious life to celebrate but also so many crying needs to respond to 

that we sometimes feel that the “parade of life” is passing us by as we are stuck 

between a rock and a hard place. No choice seems completely right or totally satis-

fying. 
 

Lent is a season which invites us to take a step back from our daily routine and re-

flect upon our priorities. When Jesus sent out his disciples on their first solo teach-

ing and healing mission, he instructed them, “Take nothing for your journey, no 

staff, nor bag, nor bread, nor money—not even an extra tunic.” I have always 

found this incident to be a wonderful metaphor for Lent, for it speaks to me of sim-

plicity. We often think of Lent as a time to impose a rigorous discipline upon our-

selves which results in some supposed degree of inconvenience (often little to 

none) so as to put us in mind of the suffering of Jesus. Personally I feel that Lenten 

rules should not be focused upon suffering as much as upon clearing away the clut-

ter of our lives: one tunic, no staff, no bag…  
 

Life today is so complex and easily overrun with extraneous detail. Like those dis-

ciples heading out to save the world, figuratively speaking, we need to leave our 

excess baggage behind. We need to set priorities and make choices. I think of the 

woman who anointed Jesus with costly oils and perfume. Several disciples chas-

tised her for the extravagance; Jesus however commended her. Whenever choices 

are made, some people will agree, others will not. And whenever we make choices 

that are not according to our faith priorities, we can thank the Lord that His priority 

is to forgive us! Whenever I am in error, or I hurt someone, I pray that I am truly 

sorry, and I trust that God has forgiven me, just as Our Lord bids us to forgive each 

other. 
 

While each of us has his/her own way of tackling a Lenten discipline, I urge you to 

consider using these next forty days as a time to sort out your personal priorities. It 

may be useful to make a written list, but you certainly need not share it with any-

one. It is between you and God. Then set about the task of choosing to make those 

changes in your daily routine which will better enable and equip you to fulfill the 

mission that Jesus has entrusted to you. 
 

I bid you to the observance of a holy Lent.

From the Treasurer’s Office: 
As many of you know, I love numbers. Whether it is doing a Sudoku 

puzzle, reconciling a checkbook, or working with the books at All An-

gels, I‟m having a good time. Sensible numbers often tell a story and 

when you look carefully, they can be very revealing. That said, it is very 

important to know what you are looking at before drawing conclusions. 

Hopefully, readers, you will feel free to come to the Treasurer‟s office 

and talk to me or other members of the Finance Committee to have your 

questions answered or just to learn more about how we account for your 

contributions and how that money is managed. 
 

This column will define some terminology and concepts, so that everyone can be on the same page.  

Pledge: 

A pledge, in this context, is a commitment to give money to be used by the church to support its operations. 

Most often, that pledge is paid over time, but it can be satisfied with a single up front payment. Signers of 

pledge cards are promising to pay at least a specific amount, allowing the church to make contracts and com-

mitments and to meet expenses throughout the year. A pledge may be changed if one‟s circumstances change. 

Gift: 

Some contributors do not wish to use the term pledge to refer to their donations, and in our financial reporting, 

if the gift is made before the budget is finalized, they essentially have the same effect as a pledge. Gifts can 

also be made for non-operating purposes. Funds such as Legacy, Food for the Needy, Flowers and Altar, Me-

morials, Outreach, and Emergency Relief are a few examples of categories where special gifts may be made. 

Restricted Funds: 

When a contribution is made for a specific purpose, such as flowers, music, etc., it is recorded in a specific re-

stricted use fund. That means that it is not to be used for day to day operating purposes, but is used for the pur-

pose that the donor specified. Examples are Food for the Needy or Emergency Relief. Each month, all monies 

collected for those specific purposes are sent to the appropriate agency.  Each year, part of the overall pledge 

budget is set aside for these special purposes, as well. There are funds for the following purposes: 
 

Flowers and Altar, Social Fund, Food for the Needy, Memorials and Memorial Garden, Good Friday Collec-

tion, ECW/CPC/UTO, Rector‟s Discretionary, Music, Outreach, Emergency Relief, and Legacy Holdings. 
 

Every year, the Finance Committee must present to the Vestry, a balanced budget. That means that expected 

income must match expected expenses.  This planning process is very important, as it is a measure of how we 

see the financial picture for the year to come.  These terms pertain to the budget.

Income: 

There are three sources of income that may be considered for budget purposes. 

Plate - Cash:  This is money is collected during services, and not attributable to an individual. It is a very diffi-

cult number to estimate, as it comes from visitors and guests and varies greatly year to year. 
 

Pledges: Contributions from individuals who have an identification number in the financial reporting system 

and who have signed a pledge card for the current year. These are the core supporters who can be counted on 

to provide a secure income for the parish 
 

Non-pledge checks: Contributions by mail or in the plate that are made by persons who have not made a 

pledge to support All Angels for the current year. This is also an important source of income for meeting op-

erational needs, but this category also varies year to year and is much harder to estimate as it is largely given 

by non-members. 
 

The Finance Committee may only use income from these categories when creating a balanced budget. 

Expenses: 

For All Angels, this represents the expected costs of operation for the year. The budget is largely fixed, in that 

it does not depend on how many people participate in services. It is made up of salaries, office, building and 

grounds, communication, utilities, music, ministries, and missions. These costs are about $5,300 per week and 

do not vary significantly winter or summer. 
 

The Finance Committee has estimated total costs to be about $275,225 for the year. This budget was devel-

oped by looking at last year‟s actual expenses as well as new information, confirming fixed costs for this year. 

As of press time, there is a significant shortfall between income and expense. There are about 17 households 

who pledged in 2009, but have not  returned pledge cards for 2010. 
 

Another significant issue for All Angels appears to be that we have a relatively small group of parishioners 

who attend year round. Seasonal contributor support is very important, but may not tend to be at a level that 

will allow the church to meet all  financial obligations. 
 

We will need to continue to work together to assess the reality of our economic situation and determine a path 

forward so that a strong financial future can be achieved for All Angels.

After the sale: Hard cover books that have not sold can be returned to you if you give us a list by March 5 of 

what you wished returned.  All left-over unsold hard cover books are given to The Pines Senior Center. All left

-over paperback books and magazines will continue to be useful as gifts to the library at the Manatee County 

Jail. 
 

Before our own library is closed for the sale, browse and check-out a book or two. Here are a few suggestions 

from among the older books in our collection: Nora Gallagher speaks to Biblical and historical themes of the 

church's calendar in her“Things Seen and Unseen: a Year Lived in Faith”, (283.092 Gal). Sometimes one 

doubts their faith and resists the institutional church, yet here vignettes of faith are built around the religious 

calendar. In “The  Theology of the Hammer”, (261.FUL), Millard Fuller shares his hammer theology concept 

in showing how far-reaching and laudable his founding of Habitat for Humanity has become. Michael Coun-

sell's “2000 Years of Prayer”, (242.8 COU), is an extensive anthology of world-wide Christian prayers, which 

define the spiritual characteristics of each age. From the early church, through medieval times, Puritan times to 

traditional and contemporary times, this is a remarkable resource.

During the 2009-2010 seasons the congregation of All Angels has gone forward with their tradition of out-

reach generosity. The ECW has continued their outstanding efforts of work and resulting donations to many 

worthwhile charities detailed separately in the annual report.

Rector‟s Discretionary (Alms) Account 
A final form of outreach exercised on behalf of the parish, in addition to ECW 

grants, gifts from operational funds, individuals, and Christmas gifts to children 

and families in need, is the Rector‟s Discretionary Fund. As the name implies, 

these funds are provided at the rector‟s sole discretion for fitting needs both 

within and beyond the parish. Donations to this fund are always deeply appreci-

ated. In 2009, $2555 were expended as follows: assistance for transients - $793, 

overseas missions - $500, scholarships - $410, emergency travel - $352, medical 

assistance - $150, food - $100.

Church Periodical Club 

The CPC collection will be on Sunday, March 21.  The Church Periodical Club was founded in 1888 my Mary 

Ann Fargo and a small group of women in the Parish Church of the Holy Communion in New York City.  

They began by sending bundles of church periodicals, Prayer Books, and Bibles via the Wells Fargo Stage 

Coach Line to clergy, laity, missionaries and Indians in the Dakotas and the Far West. Much of the early 

growth of the Church Periodical Club was due to the fostering care of the Woman‟s Auxiliary, now known as 

the Episcopal Church Women.  In 1920 the national church recognized the CPC‟s great missionary work and it 

became a cooperating agency. 
 

The Mile of Pennies Fund was established in 1988 on the 100th anniversary of the Church Periodical Club.  

This fund provides grants of $844.80 (representing a mile of pennies) to serve the book needs of children from 

kindergarten through high school wherever there is a need. 
 

The money collected is sent to the New York Office. These donations stay in our Diocese. Upon request, col-

lege students and seminarians can receive grants for books by completing an application and having their Rec-

tor send an accompanying letter to the CPC Diocesan Chair. The amount of the grant depends on the available 

funds. Grants are awarded in September. Last year our diocese gave out grants totaling $1,650.00. 
 

Believe in Miracle  

This year Believe in a Miracle for our parish is being held on February 27, at Good Shepherd in Punta Gorda. 
 

Believe in a Miracle is in its sixth year. It was the dream of Jackie Robe to have a program for Women's Min-

istries in the Diocese of Southwest Florida focusing on Evangelism. The themes of the previous programs have 

been Come and See, Go and Tell, Renewing Baptismal Vows, Enriching Our Spirit, Our Spiritual Journey and 

Telling Our Story. It has been a popular program with dynamic speakers and wonderful musicians. It is a day 

of Prayer and Praise, Fellowship and Fun, Learning and Inspiration. This year it has been scaled down and 

they are having a Believe in a Miracle North and Believe in a Miracle South. The one for our parish (South) 

will be at Good Shepherd in Punta Gorda. Canon Michael Durning is the keynote speaker and Sherre Henley 

and the Cursillo Musicians will provide the music. There are still a few seats left. This year‟s program is titled, 

“Coming Home”. The ultimate plan is to introduce Believe in a Miracle into the individual parishes eventu-

ally. If you are interested, please call Jackie Robe at 727-992-2336 to register to attend the day in Punta 

Gorda. The program starts with continental breakfast at 8:00 am followed by talks, Bible study, music, lunch 

and a Eucharist.
