The Lessons     
 

Today’s lesson from the Acts of the Apostles is about the 
first Christian martyr, Stephen. Known for being one of the 
first deacons in Jerusalem and a persuasive preacher, 
Stephen was arrested for blasphemy. At his trial, he gave a 
speech which ended with him being stoned to death. It was 
a turning point for the early Church. 
 

A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles     Acts 7:55-60 
  

Stephen, enabled by the Holy Spirit, stared into heaven and 
saw God’s majesty and Jesus standing at God’s right side. He 
exclaimed, “Look! I can see heaven on display and the 
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Human One standing at God’s right side!” At this, they 
shrieked and covered their ears. Together, they charged at 
him, threw him out of the city, and began to stone him. The 
witnesses placed their coats in the care of a young man 
named Saul. As they battered him with stones, Stephen 
prayed, “Lord Jesus, accept my life!” Falling to his knees, he 
shouted, “Lord, do not hold this sin against them!”  
Then he died.

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Introduction: This lesson is attributed to Saint Peter writing 
to the Church at the end of his ministry. In this chapter, 
Peter focuses on the common identity of the followers of 
Christ who are identified as "living stones" that are being 
built together into a spiritual house where they serve as a 
community rather than isolated individuals. Peter invites 
everyone into the holy priesthood of Christ where every 
believer has direct access to God and is called to offer 
"spiritual sacrifices" which include our lives, praises, and 
good works.  
  

A Reading from the First Letter of Peter  1 Peter 2:2-10 
  

Like a newborn baby, desire the pure milk of the Word. 
Nourished by it, you will grow into salvation, since you have 
tasted that the Lord is good. 
Now you are coming to him as to a living stone. Even though 
this stone was rejected by humans, from God’s perspective 
it is chosen, it is valuable. You yourselves are being built like 
living stones into a spiritual temple. You are being made into 
a holy priesthood to offer up spiritual sacrifices that are 
acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.  
Thus it is written in scripture,  
Look! I am laying a cornerstone in Zion, chosen, valuable.  
The person who believes in him will never be shamed.  
So God honors you who believe. For those who refuse to 
believe, though, the stone the builders rejected has become 
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the chief cornerstone. This is a stone that makes people 
stumble and a rock that makes them fall. Because they 
refuse to believe in the Word, they stumble. Indeed, this is 
the end to which they were appointed.  
But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, 
a people who are God’s own possession. You have become 
this people so that you may speak of the wonderful acts of 
the One who called you out of darkness into His amazing 
light.  
Once you were not a people, but now you are God’s people.  
Once you had not received mercy, but now you have 
received mercy.
